 The thesis aims to identify the influential factors on business start-ups of Thai 

Entrepreneurs in Vietnam and Vietnamese Entrepreneurs in Thailand. The scope of 

the study is based on profiles of Thai entrepreneurs who are potential to start-up a 

business in Vietnam and Vietnamese entrepreneurs who are potential to start-up a 

business in Thailand. 

 This study is quantitative and qualitative research, using structured 

questionnaire to collect the data among 50 Thai entrepreneurs who are potential to 

start-up a business in Vietnam and 49 Vietnamese entrepreneurs who are potential to 

start-up a business in Thailand. Descriptive statistics is used in order to analyze the 

result of this study. The researcher analyzes data variables using percentage, 

frequency, mean, standard deviation, Pearsons Correlation Coefficient, T-test, and 

Chi-square to test hypothesis and answer research questions.

 2.2.1 Introduction. 

 Introduction should includes of background (some relevant key studies), 

introduce the key variables, constructs, importance of area of inquiry, specific 

research questions, research hypotheses, definitions, research limitation/ 

delimitations. 

 

 2.2.2 Text or body of contents. 

 Chapter Titles and Section Headings should give the reader clear indication of 

the content then they can follow. Discuss appropriate outline with your advisor. 

 

 2.2.3 Conclusions and recommendations. 

 Summarize the result including the problem and recommendations. 

 

2.3 References 

Using APA Citation Style (Publication Manual of American Psychological 

Association) for reference style. (see also APA style resources, page 18) 

Normally, References section is a list of all works that the author has cited or 

referred to in his text. Bibliography is a list of all works that the author read and get 

some information but did not cite directly in his text. 

List of References or Bibliography is arranged in alphabetic order by last 

name of author or main entry of document. 

 

2.4 Appendices 

Number or letter appendices and give each a title as if it were a chapter. 

 Example: 

Appendix A …….enter title of  appendix……. 

Appendix B …….enter title of  appendix…….

  More than six authors: cite the first six authors followed by “et al.”

  For multiple references: separate the author names with semi-colons;

• Citing Internet Reference is similar in structure to references for 

books. Just add an access date and URL:

• Footnotes: in case you have footnote, put it at the bottom of a page, to 

explain or comment and referring to specific part of the text on the 

page.

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3.2 Spelling 

Spelling should be used consistently throughout the text. You can choose 

either British or American. 

 

3.3 Punctuation 

Take care with spacing before and after punctuation. 

There are no leading space before the comma, period, colon, semi-colon or 

question mark . 

There is a space before the opening parentheses and a space after the closing 

parentheses.  

There is no space between the beginning of the first word or the end of the last 

word inside the parentheses. 

The term as following or the following require a colon (:) if followed directly 

by a list of items. 

The introducing clause if it is incomplete, punctuate the numbered items with 

commas or period as if they were clause in a single long sentence. The numbered 

clauses do not begin with a capital letter and place a period at the end of the last item. 

 

3.4 Numbers 

Do not begin a sentence with a number, write in words instead. 

It is commonly accepted style to write numbers less than ten in words. 

 

3.5 Quotations 

Short quotations should be included in the text and enclosed in double 

quotation marks (“). Long quotations should be indented and no quotations marks are 

used. 

Use ellipsis marks (…) for omitting parts of the author’s original sentence to 

show what part is missing.  

 

3.6 Units and Measures 

Use the International System of Units (SI). Consult any standard reference 

manual on the correct form of abbreviation for SI units. 
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3.7 Tables, Figures, and Equations 

Tables, figures and quotations should be inserted into the text as close as 

possible to their first mention in the text and should be numbered to indicate the 

chapter and the sequence in the text. Large tables or figures would appear on the 

following page. 

Each table or figure is given a title as well as a number. Tables are titles at the 

top. Figures and Illustrations are titled at the bottom. 

 

3.8 Abbreviations 

Use any standard style manual to check on standard abbreviations.  

The name of organizations or specific terms when abbreviating write the full 

name or term the first time it is used then followed by the abbreviation in parentheses. 

In the text, do not abbreviate ordinary words such as approximately or versus.   

Do not use the ampersand (&) in place of and. Do not use a slash (/) in place 

of and or or. 

 

4. Printing 

4.1 Font/ Size/ Page Setup 

1) Using white paper, A4, Window program (such as word, page maker, 

etc.) 

2) Using Times New Roman: font, pt. 14 bold for heading, 12 bold for 

subheading and 12 for plain text. 

3) Line spacing 1.5 

4) Margins:  

• Cover and title page: 1.5 inch from top and bottom margin, 

left margin 1.5 inch, right margin 1 inch. 

• Other pages: top margin, bottom margin, and right margin 1 

inch. left margin 1.5 inch. 

5) Mathematical symbols should be in italic. 
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4.2 Level of Heading 

One to five levels of headings may be used. For most papers, three or four 

levels of heading are sufficient. Short papers may require only one or two levels of 

headings.

Level 1 --------------Centered Uppercase and Lowercase Heading 

Level 2 -------Centered, Uppercase and Lowercase Heading 

Level 3 --Flush left, Uppercase and Lowercase Side Heading

4.5 Folding Oversized Page 

Oversized page, folding should be restricted to one direction. Some long page 

would require folding in two directions and should be placed in a pocket in the inside 

back cover. Indicated the location of the page by writing on the lists of tables or 

figures (inside back pocket) in the contents. 

 

4.6 Page Numbers 

Page in the Front Matter or Preliminaries are numbered with lower case 

Roman numerals (i, ii. iii, iv, v, vi, etc.).  

Starting with the first page (1) of the Text with Arabic numerals at the bottom 

center of each page through the last page of the publication.
